FROM THE AKC RULES APPLYING TO DOG SHOWS 

 
These classes shall be divided by sex. 

SECTION 4. The Puppy Class shall be for dogs that are six months of age and over, but under twelve months, that are not 

champions.  Clubs may further divide the puppy class into two age groups consisting of six months of age and under nine 

months, and nine months of age but under twelve months.  The age of a dog shall be calculated up to and inclusive of the 

first day of a show.  For example, a dog whelped on January 1st is eligible to compete in a puppy class at a show the first 

day of which is July 1st of the same year and may continue to compete in puppy classes at shows up to and including a 

show the first day of which is the 31
st
 day of December of the same year, but is not eligible to compete in a puppy class at a 

show the first day of which is January 1st of the following year.  Day of a show is considered to be the first day on which 

there is regular conformation judging in accordance with Section 3 of this chapter. (Sweepstakes and Futurities are not 

considered regular conformation classes.) 

 

SECTION 5.  The Twelve-to-Eighteen Month Class shall be for dogs that are twelve months of age and over, but under 

eighteen months, that are not champions.  The age of a dog shall be calculated up to and inclusive of the first day of a 

show.  For example, a dog whelped on January 1st is eligible to compete in the class at a show the first day of which is 

January 1st of the following year and may continue to compete in this class at shows up to and including a show the first 
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day of which is the 30th day of June of that year, but is not eligible to compete in this class at a show the first day of which 

is July 1st of that year. 

SECTION 6.  The Novice Class shall be for dogs six months of age and over, which have not, prior to the date of closing 

of entries, won three first prizes in the Novice Class, a first prize in Bred-by-Exhibitor, American-bred, or Open Classes, 

nor one or more points toward their championships. 

SECTION 7. The Bred-by-Exhibitor Class shall be for dogs that are:  

• Six months of age or older as of the first day of the show; 

• Not Champions of record on the date of closing of entries for the show; 

• Individually registered with The American Kennel Club as of the date of closing of entries for the show; 

• Owned or co-owned by any of the breeders of record as of the date of the closing of entries for the show. 

The person handling the dog in this class must be a breeder of record and an owner of record of this dog.  In any 

subsequent classes for which a dog from the Bred-by-Exhibitor class becomes eligible, there are no restrictions as to who 

may handle. 

SECTION 8. The American-bred Class shall be for all dogs (except champions) six months of age and over, whelped in 

the United States of America, by reason of a mating which took place in the United States of America. 

SECTION 9. The Open Class shall be for any dog six months of age or over except in a member specialty club show held 

only for American-bred dogs, in which case the Open Class shall be only for American bred dogs. 

NOTES: 

 The Veterans (Conformation) Class is divided by sex and judged immediately following Winners Dog and Winners 

Bitch.  Neutered male dogs and spayed bitches may compete in the Veterans Class, provided they meet the age 

requirement--7 years of age or older.  The winners of these classes do not compete for points but do compete for Best 

of Breed. 
 

 

 Stud Dog/Brood Bitch/Brace/Team Classes:  Each unit is considered ONE entry.  Names and number of all 

dogs in the unit must be listed.  Attach separate sheet to entry form if necessary.  Owners of the Stud Dog or 

Brood Bitch need not necessarily be owner of the get.  Spayed bitches and neutered dogs may compete in the 

Stud Dog and Brood Bitch classes.  Brace must be same owner.  Team need not be same owner.

 Stock Dog Classes:  Proof of dog or bitch being white factored MUST accompany entry.   

. 

 Dogs must be ready for judging.  The WGSDCA nor any of its officials, will be responsible or obligated to furnish any 

service for notifying exhibitors or their agents of class judging.  Judges need not wait for any dog holding up a class.  

Owners or agents alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in the judging ring.

 Entries received without AKC or CKC registration slip on file with the WGSDCA Conformation 

Director or attached to the show entry will be returned. 

 NO PUPPIES under 2 months of age are permitted on the show grounds at any time. 

 Entries MUST be received on official WGSDCA entry forms. 

 ENTRY FEES MUST ACCOMPANY ENTRIES AND MUST BE IN U.S. FUNDS.  Entry fees will 

not be refunded in event of errors or cancellation of entries after the published closing date, nor in the 

event that a dog is absent, disqualified, sick, lame or excused by the veterinarian or judge or barred 

from competition by the Show Committee or because the dog is ineligible to compete because is it 

incorrectly entered. 

 The National Show Secretary may decline any entries for cause and may refuse to receive or may 

remove any dog on account of disease, viciousness or other causes, and no one shall have any claim 

or recourse against the WGSDCA or any official thereof. 

 RETURNED CHECKS do not constitute a valid entry fee.  The National Show Secretary will add a 

$20.00 collection fee to the amount of each returned check. 

 ALL PRIZES WILL BE AWARDED IN THE RING.  The WGSDCA reserves the right to substitute 

any trophy with one of greater or equal value if conditions make it necessary.  NO TROPHIES will 

be mailed. 

 Exhibitors will NOT be allowed access to the show ring except while being judged. 

 The welfare of the exhibitor's child or children is the responsibility of the exhibitor.  It is expressly 

understood that exhibitors will exercise control and restraint over their children on the day of the 

shows. 

 No Club official, the WGSDCA, Sabrina Jarema, nor Ivory Kennel and/or Arabians shall be 

responsible for the loss of, damage to or death of any dog exhibited or for the possessions of any 

participant, whether the result of accident or any other cause.  It is expressly understood that every 

dog at these shows is in the care and custody and control of his owner or handler during the entire 

time the dog is on the show premises.  Neither shall they be responsible for any loss, damage or 

injury sustained by spectators, exhibitors, handlers, their employees or children, etc. or to any of their 

dogs or property.  Entrants and spectators to these shows do so entirely at their own risk. 

 Double handling will not be allowed and will be strictly enforced. 

 All dogs must have current parvo shots and proof of rabies vaccinations.

Lily was owned and loved by Joe and Kathy Partch. Lily excelled in breed, obedience, agility, and 

making a day at the nursing home a special one. She was known as, “The Energizer Bunny!” She had 

thirteen points (five and three point majors) towards her WGSDCII 

championship. Lily won her five point major at two years of age 

competing against  

twenty-two other bitches. In consecutive obedience trials, she 

received good scores towards her AKC-CD and passed her CGC with 

flying colors. Proud accomplishments began to happen once again for 

us when I brought Lily out of retirement at the age of ten. We started 

her first agility classes, running with the younger dogs and keeping 

up, if not ahead, of them. It brought back the fire in both of us. 

 

Coming out of retirement, Lily initiated her next achievements at the 

2002 WGSDCII National Specialty Show weekend in Oklahoma by 

taking Best Veteran and Best Veteran Sweepstakes. At the 2003 

WGSDCII National Specialty Show in Arizona, Lily took 1
st
 Place 

Veteran Bitch, taking co-winner with her older brother, Lobo, of the 

Judge’s Award for Best Working Obedience Team in a Non-Regular 

class with a score of 192.5, presented by Bert Haggenstad. In 

addition, she received the Penny Award presented by Nancy Swanner for the Oldest White German 

Shepherd Dog shown.  We took a break in 2004, returning to the show ring at the 2005 WGSDCA 

National Specialty Show in Minnesota, at the age of thirteen, taking Best Veteran, Best of Opposite Sex, 

two more Best Veteran runs, then taking a final Best Veteran, Best of Opposite Sex, and Grand Victrix /

judges.) She was also shown in a Non-Regular obedience class with a score of 186, and passed her 

Therapy Dog International test, all in that weekend. In that same month, Lily went on to the WGSDCII 

National Specialty Show in Texas, taking a Best of Breed, Best Veteran Sweepstakes, shown in a Non-

Regular Obedience class with a score of 189.5 and receiving The Penny Award for the Oldest White 

German Shepherd Dog shown, topping off that weekend  by passing her Temperament Test with ease.   

  

Finally, at the seasoned age of fourteen, Lily was still winning in the conformation ring, taking Best 

Veteran, Best Veteran Sweepstakes, and Select 2 at the 2006 WGSDCII National Specialty Show in 

Arizona. She also received for the last time The Penny Award for the Oldest White German Shepherd 

Dog shown. She gave us her amazing grace.
